Principals of the Colleges affiliated to Goa University offering BCA Programme are hereby
informed that University has approved the following Guidelines to be followed for Admission
to the BCA Programme:

A. Entrance Test:
1. The admissions to the BCA Programme shall be carried out based on an
Entrance Test conducted by the respective College.
2. All the colleges shall follow the instructions/guidelines, syllabus and marking
schemes as mentioned below.
Test Type: Multiple Choice Questions, No Negative Marking
Total Questions: 50 (2 marks each); Total Marks: 100
Test Duration: 75 minutes
There will be 4 sections as follows-
« Section A - Quantitative Aptitude - 15 Questions
« Section B - Logical Reasoning - 15 Questions
« Section C - Computer Awareness - 10 Questions
» Section D - General Knowledge - 10 Questions
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B. Weightage:
1. There shall be 40% weightage for the marks scored in 12 standard or equivalent
acceptable Programme while admitting students.
2. There shall be 60% weightage for the marks scored in the Entrance Test.

C. Tie-Breaker:

In case of tie in scores, the merit rank shall be based on the rules mentioned below
as per the given order.
1. Student having higher score in the Entrance Test component shall be ranked
higher.
2. Student having higher score in the 12" Marks component shall be ranked
higher.
3. Student having higher score in the Section B: Logical Reasoning of the
Aptitude Test component shall be ranked higher.
4. Student having higher score in the Section A: Quantitative Aptitude of the
Aptitude Test component shall be ranked higher.
5. Student having higher score in the Section C: Computer Awareness of the
Aptitude Test component shall be ranked higher.
6. Student having higher score in the Section D: General Knowledge of the
Aptitude Testcomponent shall be ranked higher.
7. If the tie still exists, then decision to be taken by the Admission Committee of
the respective college and the same to be indicated in the ranking list.
